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  Entering therapy can be a difficult yet rewarding experience as you are expected to share personal and private information with a trained therapist who can offer you counseling and mental health expertise. It is important for you to recognize your rights and responsibilities as a patient. Please read and sign this form in order for you to understand what your rights and responsibilities are. 

Patient Rights


1.
You have the right to considerate and respectful treatment and recognition of your personal dignity.


2.
Sensory Impaired and/or limited-English-proficiency patients have the right to have treatment provided in a manner which they understand and may request auxiliary aids when necessary.


3.
You have the right to impartial access to treatment, regardless of race, religion, sex, age, ethnicity, sexual preference, political affiliation or handicap.


4.
You have the right to obtain information about your condition and prognosis from your physician.*


5.
You have the right to be advised of alternative treatment settings.*


6.
You have the right to obtain information about treatment recommendations and alternatives.*


7.
You have the right to participate in treatment decisions.*


8.
You have the right to receive individualized treatment.


9.
You have the right to expect that all communications and records pertaining to your treatment should be treated as confidential, except as otherwise required by law.


10.
You have the right to report any incidents of abuse or neglect, whether you are a victim or an observer.
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Patient Responsibilities


1.
You have the responsibility to respect others regardless of their race, religion, age, sex, ethnicity, or handicap.


2.
You have the responsibility to keep confidential all clinical information communicated to you personally or in groups.


3.
You have the responsibility to keep therapeutic appointments with the therapists.


4.
You have the responsibility to discuss differences of opinion concerning treatment with staff.


5.
You have the responsibility neither to give nor to take non-prescribed drugs.


6.
You have the responsibility not to bring illicit drugs, alcohol, weapons, or other hazardous materials into the hospital.

7. You have the responsibility to be familiar with the office guidelines on patients’ rights and the code of conduct within your treatment program.
